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Welcome back! Two weeks felt like a long time and boy have Firetips grown up in that time. We have much taller children and have grown in numbers too. It has been a delight to welcome new families into Firetips class, we hope you have the best time here at Margaret Wix.

This half term our topic is, ‘Amazing Animals.’ During this topic, we will be looking at all things related to Animals and Minibeast. Discussing their habitats and identifying similarities and differences between them. Texts that we shall be exploring this term include; ‘Farmer Duck,’ ‘The Teeny Weeny Tadpole,’ ‘The Very Hungry Caterpillar,’ ‘Dear Zoo’ and ‘Dinosaur Roar.’ 

In Literacy, we will be sequencing stories, drawing and describing animals and discussing the similarities and differences between animals. We will also continue to develop our skills in Phase 1 phonics and Phase 2 phonic sounds.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In Maths, we will continue to raise our knowledge on patterns, recognise and identify numerals to 5 and 10, continue to develop a strong sense of subitising using a dice and identify more and less within a group.

Expressive Art and Design will happen as the children engage and enjoy our role-play this term, where the ‘creative crate’ will enhance and adapt the home corner, based on children’s interests. We will be creating animal themed artwork, junk modelling habitats and exploring animal patterns using print and paint.

In our Physical Development sessions this term, we are exploring body movement and being in control of our bodies. We will be paying attention to accuracy when using our bodies to jump before moving on to games for understanding. We are looking forward to sharing some of the elements we have been exploring during our share and learn session in May.

Personal, Social and emotional development will continue through our learning powers; ‘Resilience,’ ‘Respect for others,’ ‘Curiosity,’ ‘Kindness’ and ‘Self-Belief.’ We will also address PSED in our everyday routines, adapting our behaviours to different situations in school, sharing, taking turns and empathising with others in our general day-to-day activities that take place in early years. Our ‘Feel good Friday’ sessions will continue to use the programme JIGSAW, to explore a sequence of lessons about ‘Relationships.’

Show and tell will continue to enhance our Communication & Language skills, along with using our voice to act out different characters and stories, continuing with our phonics, listening to others and using talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events.

To develop our Understanding of the world, we will be heading out on our annual unit trip to Bekonscot Model Railway village. This will link with our topic next half term, ‘Journeys.’ We will continue to add and explore our growing garden in our outdoor area, using world maps to explore where animals live and about animal’s habitats. Within our computing lessons, we will be completing an internet safety programme this half term.

We will be using the outdoors to assist our learning in all area, as well as our termly visit to forest school.

It is a great resource to see all the amazing things you and your child gets up to at home and what learning takes place at home that we may not see at school.
