» Mars - 2,106mi (3,390km) radius; about half the size of Earth

« Jupiter - 43,441mi (69,911km) radius; 11x Earth’s size
« Saturn - 36,184mi (58,232km) radius; 9x larger than Earth
« Uranus - 15,759mi (25,362km) radius; 4x Earth’s size

« Neptune - 15,299mi (24,622km) radius; only slightly smaller than Uranus
