An arrangement of shapes close together in a repeated 
pattern, without gaps or overlapping. 

A repeated design or sequence which creates a pattern. 

Printing over the top of a print. 

A copy of the texture of an object, made by placing a 
piece of paper over it and rubbing the paper with 
drawing materials. 

A rubbing. 

A drawing of a solid three dimensional object, which 
shows its height, length and width. 

A modern Art movement which makes fun at the 
modern world. 

An Art movement where artists painted from their 
imaginations. The images look as though they are from 
a dream. 

A simple art style which uses bright colours and 
everyday objects.

A German artist who was one 
of the first to work in surrealist 
and Dada way.  

Ed Ruscha
An American artist associated 
with the Pop Art movement.
