silent
letters

There are many last consonant 
silent letters in French. The 
final letter ‘s’ is silent in the 
word ‘des’. The ‘x’ is also silent 
in the word ‘ciseaux’.

elision
Elision is a type of contraction. 
The last letter of a word is 
dropped and replaced  with an 
apostrophe. It is attached to the 
word that follows beginning with 
a vowel. Je becomes j’ as in 
j’ai. Ne becomes n’ as in n’ai.

 Creation story from the book of Genesis in the Bible in the Old Testament. 
 God is the creator of the world according to the Bible and this is also in the 

Creed (the beliefs of the Christian church) used by many Christian 
congregations 

 In the Genesis account (Chapter 1) within the Bible, God gives the first 
humans the responsibility to look after the world He has created: 
“Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it. Rule over the 
fish in the sea and the birds in the sky and over every living creature that 
moves on the ground.” 

 Christians believe in the Trinity. This is 
the complete relationship between 
God (the Father), Jesus (his son) and 
the Holy Spirit. 

 God “the Father” was the Creator as 
the Bible tells Christians that it was 
He who spoke the words of creation

Bible: Christian Holy Book

Christians believe that they should be 
“stewards” of God’s creation and that if they 
neglect, abuse and spoil the environment, 
they are damaging something that is precious 
to God.

Religion /Worldview: Christianity Enquiry Question: Does God want Christians to look after the world? Age: 5/6               Year Group: 1  Autumn 1 
In this enquiry, the children focus on the Christian story of Creation and the responsibility a Christian might feel for caring for the world.  
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
